Thousands ol African people poured into the streets
of South Africa's Black townships in late 1984, pitting
their stones against the live ammunition of the police
and army, courageously rejecting the new apartheid
constitution.

Acrpss the U.S. pevuple are demanding an end to 1.S.
support for racist South Afvica. Hundreds have been
arrested, thousands have been in the streets.

in the Bay area, dockworkers from thelLWU Local 10
have refused to unload South African cargo. Students
demand their universities cut all ties with the apartheid
regime; the OQakland City Council debates divestment;

San Francisco voters by a 2-1 margin insist that the city
divest from corpovations doing business in South Africa.

Five vears agn a militant campaign forced South Africa
to move its consulate to Los Angeles. But the Sonuth
Alrican governmenl still has an office here! On linion
Square in San Francisco they quietly maintain an "unof-
Ficial consulate,” South Alrican Airways (SAA) -- we call
it "Air Apartheid."

We urge all peuple who hate racism to join the country-

wide movement to SHUT DOWN ALL SOUTH AFRICAN QFFILCES,
including consulates and SAA offices!

STOP ALL U.S. SUPPORT FOR RACIST SOUTH AFRICA!

The United Nations has declared apartheid a crime
against humanity. One hall of all African children
in South Africa die of malmutrition and diseases non-
existent in the developed world, before they reach the
age of Five. African people in South Africa -- which
theycall Azania -- have no political rights whatsoever,
no control over their lives in the land of their birth.

Although the South African regime is entrenched aqd.
belligererent, it could not hold back the force of African
resistance if it weren't lor economic and military
support from the imperialist powers, espuciul]y lhe_r.s.
The racist regime depends on the West For all its oil,
75% of its computers, and large quantities ol electronic
devices.

Fefore the surge of demonstrations across Lhe W5
late 1984 Iorced the issue to center stage, Lhere was a
dealfening silence Lrom the Reagan administration on Lhe
evils of apartheid. Reagan claimed that gquiet diplomacy
(Yeonstrucltive engagement”) would push South Africa to
change. But the so-called "constitutional reforms' in

South Alrica stand exposed as a [raud. They did not
bring an end to Apartheid. Far From it! 1Tn 1984, the
racisls deported even more Black people to barrven sLrips
ot land called bantustans.

Reagan's teal policy goal is not to bring an end to
apartheid, but to hold onte the immense profits and p wer
of continuing white supremacy. The White American Resis-
tance, a Ku Klux Klan front group active in the Bay Avea,
is distributing a disgusting leallet deFending South
Africa as the last bastion of whife civilization. The
Klan endorsed Reagan as the candidate most devoted to
white interests. The right-wing sees common interest with
the racist South Alrican regime bhecause they know that
the Black Liberation Movement here is just as threatening
Lo white supremacy as the Azanian national liberation
struggle. We who Fight against apartheid must also sup-
port the Black struggle here and resist Lhe rise of KKK
Lerror.

Organized resistance is growing and strengthening in
Azania. A 90% effective general strike brought out a
million workers in the Johannesburg area, for the first
time linking economic demands to Lhe demand For Black
political power. Hundreds of Azanians were killed by po-
lice and thousnds jailed in 1984 for demonstrating their
determination to be [ree. The liberation movements
(African National Congress and Pan Africanist Congress)
and many mass organizations are organizing Lo deleat the
white supremacist system once and for all. They will win,
and our support for their struggle will hasten the day of
liberation.
