(4) Committee for Religious 3roups - to be especially
responsible for work with the churches, Bynagogues, snd other
religzious groups.

(5) ittee fo 2 Un 8 -« to focus on in-
formatien dissem on in the verisity, cooperation with
groups in other universitiee, and llason with the African
Students Unlon, Wisconsin Africanlists, Afro-Amerlcan Center,
Africen Studlee Program, etc.

(6) Executive Commlttes ~ to coordinate the above and
to oversse areas not cover y the above (ie. fund-raising
for defense and ald of southem Africans or liberation movemente,
1iaison with the American Commlttee on Africa, etc.).

The Executive Committee wlll be open to all, with
voting membership- constituted by the coordinators of the above
committees plus an executive secretary, a treasurer, five other
elected members.
